The U.S. Census Bureau is seeking trusted voices like yours to serve as partners that will help inform everyone in the United States about the importance of being counted and how the data collected affects our nation’s ability to ensure equal representation and equal access to important governmental and private sector resources for all Americans. 
In the decennial census of 2010 New Mexico was deemed one of the “Hardest-to-Count” states in the nation with 43% of our state’s current population living in “Hard-to-Count” neighborhoods. Our tribes, nations and pueblos and the off-reservation populations of American Indians and Alaska Natives (AIAN) are also in these areas. 
We are asking you to save May 9th, from 8a.m. to 4:30p.m. for our “2020 Census Urban Native American Training” at the Isleta Golf Course Conference Room. Our daylong session will provide an overview of the 2020 Census effort, our partnership, Complete Count Committees, and more. We are recommending that organizations appoint a “liaison” to work with us through the duration of the 2020 Census cycle. This person will be the best person to attend the training, but we welcome up to three representatives from your organization.
