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MIAC Education Division
As part of the IMLS Rescue Grant award, MIAC is seeking to hire two part-time educators to support education programming. These are grant funded, short-term positions for 32 weeks. Responsibilities include creating and delivering culturally relevant curriculum to New Mexico’s K-12 schools. At times this may be virtually or in person for school tours. A strong background in New Mexico Indigenous history, working knowledge of museums and delivering instruction virtually are required.

In addition, MIAC is undergoing a series of exhibit construction projects that will open in summer of 2022. Specifically, the Intern will assist appropriate staff with the production, programming of Here, Now and Always. Up to 20 hours week/$20 hour. Starting January 2022 through Summer 2022.
